PARKING PERMIT RULES & REGULATIONS — BAY SHORE TRAIN STATION
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. Parking is not permitted in the various lanes, aisles and access areas providing ingress and egress to and from
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This parking permit is valid only in parking spaces designated for permit parking at the Bay Shore train station.
Permit is valid only when permanently affixed to the rear bumper of the car listed in this application AND the
license plate number written on the permit matches the vehicle’s license plate number.

Parking permits allow the permitted vehicle to remain parked at the Bay Shore Train Station for up to 24 hours
at a time. Vehicles with permits parked in excess of 24 hours will be ticketed. Exception: Vehicles with
permits are allowed to park in 72-Hour Limit spaces at the Bay Shore train station but are subject to the fees,
rules and regulations governing those parking areas.

If a permit holder has a change of vehicle, a replacement permit will be issued free of charge upon return of the
original permit and submittal of a copy of the new vehicle registration. Note: Original permits damaged during
removal are acceptable but must be recognizable as the original permit.

If a permit holder is experiencing an emergency and needs to leave their car in the lot beyond the 24 hour
permit time limit please contact the Islip Parking Administrator Kevin Shires at 631-595-3749 ext. 1059 for
assistance.

A sticker will not be valid for an RV, Tractor Trailer, or vehicles exceeding 18 feet in length.

It shall be unlawful to deface or alter any parking permit.

Permits are non-transferable and expire on December 31st of the permit year.

The Town of Islip is not responsible for theft, damage, loss of vehicles, or items contained within vehicles while
parked in Town parking areas. Damage or theft to any vehicle is the sole responsibility of the vehicle’s owner.
Vehicles must be parked entirely within the lines designating individual parking spaces.

the parking lot or parking spaces therein in order to insure access by and for emergency vehicles to protect life,
safety and property, to facilitate emergency access from the parking areas and surrounding properties and to
insure that the lanes, aisles and access areas are available to all parties with rights to use them.

No vehicle shall park in any space designated for handicapped persons unless the appropriate handicapped
parking credentials are displayed.

It shall be unlawful to damage or tamper with parking pay stations or to deposit therein anything other than U.S.
currency or credit cards.

It shall be unlawful to deface, injure, tamper with, willfully break, destroy or impair the usefulness of, or to
open without lawful authority, parking pay stations installed in Town parking areas.

Loitering in or upon any Town parking area which obstructs the free passage of pedestrians or vehicles, or
obstructs, molests, or interferes with any person lawfully upon such Town property shall be prohibited.

The Bay Shore train station parking areas shall be in operation twenty-four (24) hours per day, daily, including
Sundays and holidays.

Non-adherence, disregard or violation of any of the rules and regulations stated above may be cause for
ticketing of vehicles or removal of vehicles if the violation or indiscretion poses a threat or obstruction of any
kind.
